Phenomenon in Brenham 
 

There is a new church in Brenham and it is quickly becoming one of the largest churches in the FIRM Area. 
As I try to understand what is going on to cause this phenomenal start for this new church, I discover before 
this work was begun,( at least 4 years earlier) people were beginning to talk about this new church start that 
was needed in the future,  ñand someone was prayingò. 
Attendance is overwhelming.  This church opened its doors on January 10th for its first service with over 
300 people in attendance.  Where did they all come from?  A few were visiting from their respective ñhomeò 
church, but most were not from any other particular church, just people who heard that this ñchurchò was 
starting.  I noticed as I met with the leaders and others as they were preparing there was one theme: ñand 
someone is prayingò. 
Music is great.  They have a tremendous worship band that truly is first rate.  Where did all these musicians 
come from?  Some from out of FBC Brenham, but most from connections with people that were interested 
in starting the new church.  As I looked at this great team of Godly people, I noticed somethingð- ñand 
someone is prayingò 
The Preaching is brief, basic and to the point, not laced with theological words gleaned from years of at-
tending schools, but from years of living the Christian life.  (I am not diminishing the importance of Christian 
education)  What I hear is that the sermons speak to right where the people that donôt usually attend church 
are.  I notice that the team of leaders have something in commonð- ñand someone is prayingò 
Great leadership Teams are developing because the original leaders arenôt afraid to ask for volunteers to 
work in areas of interest to them.  The leaders meet and discuss what the needs are and ask people to fill 
the need, but behind it allð-ñand someone is prayingò. 
Tremendous Unity seems to exist in all that is happening.  Everyone seems to be excited about doing what 
GOD wants, that is, reaching out to their friends and neighbors in love and encouraging them to ñcome to 
cowboy churchò  People are excited, and want to share that excitement.  Behind the scenesð ñand some-
one is prayingò. 
Where the Spirit of the Lord is there is Love.  If you attend one of the services, or just meet with the leader-
ship, it is obvious that the spirit of the Lord is present.  I believe that climate exists because someone is 
prayingò. 
God is Moving, There is Great Excitement, Revival. 
The main theme of this is Prayer.  Everything that has happened with Cowboy Church of Brenham, Texas 
has been and is being bathed in prayer.  Why donôt you start a ñPrayer Revivalò in your church and see 
what GOD will do in and through your church. 
When we get involved in Godôs Plan and follow up in prayer, things happen.
